DESCRIPTION

Ce cours comporte deux volets principaux. D’une part, nous étudierons quatre temps forts de
I'histoire de la prose narrative francaise du XIX® siécle, et plus particulierement de la forme courte,
soit la nouvelle et le conte : une lecture de nouvelle Adieu, de Balzac, nous permettra d'abord
d’examiner les enjeux du romantisme romanesque tout en nous initiant aux fondements théoriques
qui fagonnérent la tradition réaliste moderne ; une étude des Trois contes fantastiques, de Gautier,
nous permettra de réfléchir sur l'irruption de l'irrationnel dans la prose du premier dix-neuviéme
sieécle dans la foulée de l'article que Charles Nodier fit paraitre en 1830 et intitulé Du fantastique
en littérature ; les Trois contes de Flaubert et Boule de suif, de Maupassant, nous permettront
ensuite de golter aux finesses du pari esthétique audacieux proposé par Gustave Flaubert et ses
disciples, dont Maupassant, ou la prose vise les perfection du vers et ou, en arriére-plan, les enjeux
du mouvement réaliste consacrerent la |égitimité de la prose narrative puisque, pour la premiere
fois, des romanciers (et non des poétes ou des dramaturges) s'unissaient pour défendre une
esthétique littéraire et faire école. D'autre part, parallélement a la lecture de ces quatre textes
classiques, nous réviserons, étudierons et mettrons en pratique les principes de base du compte-
rendu et de la recherche littéraires.

e Faire lire et connaitre quatre textes classiques de la prose narrative francaise du XIX®
siécle

e Faire découvrir quatre poétiques romanesques et narratives

e Faire faire des comparaisons entre ces styles

e Montrer une coupe diachronique du réalisme romanesque

e Développer les aptitudes pour I'analyse et la recherche littéraires
OUTCOMES

Au sortir de ce cours, I'étudiant.e aura élargi sa compréhension historique du siécle numéro 19,
saura distinguer certains aspects importants qui caractérisent I’évolution de la prose romanesque
francaise entre la période postrévolutionnaire et les débuts de la 3¢ République et sera préparé.e
a entreprendre des travaux plus ambitieux dans les cours de littérature du niveau 500.

5. Policy in case of missed or late assignments: a deduction of 10% per day of
delay will be applied to work submitted after the due date; an in-class exam or
test can only be retaken in the event of a serious impediment justified by a
medical reason or by a serious and important reason which must be the subject
of a discussion with the professor, in conformity with the current disciplinary
rules in place at the University of Calgary.
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6. Attendance and participation: attendance at ALL in-person classes and
assighments is expected.

7. Class Etiquette: Please arrive on time for classes. Inform the Prof ahead of time
if you need to leave before the end of the class (to go to a medical appointment
for instance). Sit close to the door. Be discreet when you leave. Don't have
private conversations during class. Remember: your classmates, like you, paid
a substantial amount of money to sit in this course. They have the right not to
be disturbed during class time.

First: always open with a greeting and address the person by his/her proper
professional title ("Dear Professor...”, “Hello Professor XYZ...”, In French, simply
write “Bonjour Monsieur XYZ"). Secondly: state your question clearly and
concisely. Thirdly: always close politely ("Thank you...”, “Best regards”, In
French: “Cordialement”, or "Merci”, etc.). And always sign with your full name
(not just your first name, or nick name or unsigned anonymous email).

9. Media policy in case of recording: in-person courses and/or online synchronous
courses, assessments and other pedagogical activities delivered in this course
will not be recorded by the instructor; should a need arise to record a class or
an activity, participants will be informed in advance and given the opportunity
to adjust their technological settings to suit their choice.
