DESCRIPTION 

 
Intermediate language and culture course that aims to boost language acquisition by consolidating and 
expanding the four language skills of listening, reading, speaking and writing. It also incorporates a review 
of vocabulary and an expansion to new lexical fields. Students will continue to explore cultural issues 
relevant to the diverse Hispanic cultures in a globalized world. The class is conducted in Spanish. 
 Prerrequisites: SPAN 301 o permiso del departamento. 
 

 OBJETIVES: El MARCO COMUN EUROPEO DE REFERENCIA PARA LAS LENGUAS delimita las capacidades 
que el alumno debe controlar en el nivel B1 (Intermedio) Comprensión auditiva y escrita; interacción oral y 
expresión oral; expresión escrita. The student can understand and react to everyday situations, 
communicate his/her needs and wishes in a basic way. It can also handle everyday situations which do not 
require specialized use of the language. 
 

 OUTCOMES:  

 
Listening.  
You will be able: - to understand the main points in the audio and video material of the Textbook and 
Workbook - to participate in face-to face conversations which may require occasional repetition and 
rephrasing.  
 

Speaking:  
 
You will handle successfully a certain number of social situations. You will be able to: 
 - initiate and maintain face-to-face conversations on topics such as leisure-time activities, work related 
activities, past events, personal feelings.  
- express admiration, disapproval and surprise. 
 - invite people to do certain activities; accept and refuse invitations. 

- ask and give permission.  
- express agreement and disagreement. 

 - ask for and give directions.  
- ask for clarification and confirmation when you don’t understand something. 
 - give advice.  
- express sympathy or lack of it.  
- bargain, ask for help or offer help, when buying something.  

- express relief, gratitude, empathy, disbelief and anger.
