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DESCRIPTION

Al llegar a esta clase los estudiantes ya deben contar con conocimientos sélidos de vocabulario y de gramatica
que les permitan desenvolverse en diferentes situaciones.

Los objetivos principales de este curso son la ampliacion del vocabulario y el repaso de los puntos gramaticales
que normalmente presentan mayor dificultad para los alumnos, de modo que éstos puedan comprender y
producir mensajes mas elaborados. Para alcanzar estas metas se fomentara el aprendizaje de técnicas y
estrategias de autoaprendizaje y autocorreccion. El estudiante debera practicar las cuatro destrezas tanto dentro
como fuera de la clase.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other
scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”

Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement
but also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A bibliography is insufficient to
establish which portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized
forms of citation must be used for this purpose.
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
