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DESCRIPCION DEL CURSO :

La materia de esta asignatura se concentra en el estudio profundo y agradable de por lo menos cinco obras
maestras de la literatura en lengua espafiola. Los entremeses de Cervantes datan de fines del siglo XVI, las
poesias de Neruda y las obras varias de Garcia Lorca del XX, y la de Merino del siglo XXI.

Asimismo habra escrito dos examenes, presentado por lo menos dos
trabajos orales y escritos en clase, y habra preparado un estudio investigativo de final de curso. Habra aprendido
disfrutar de y una obra literaria en lengua espafiola y comentarla inteligentemente. Tal formacién intelectual le
preparara adecuadamente para cursar materias en espafiol a nivel superior, sea en literatura, cultura o lengua.

CRITERIOS DE EVALUACION DE LOS TRABAJOS ESCRITOS

Los trabajos escritos se evaluaran teniendo en cuenta la presentacion logica y gramaticalmente correcta, la
articulacidn de la tesis o sea del problema y las conclusiones, y la originalidad del argumento asi presentado.

Se espera la entrega puntual de todas las tareas y ensayos escritos de acuerdo con las fechas especificadas en el
horario. La demora en la entrega de los trabajos escritos serad penalizada con 10 puntos por dia de retraso. No se
aceptara ningun trabajo que se haya presentado en otro curso. Por favor no olviden que la Universidad de Calgary
tiene medidas muy severas contra el plagio, cosa que incluye los préstamos de textos o ideas totales o parciales
sacados del internet. El alumno debera fiarse de los textos bajo analisis y acaso de libros y articulos asequibles en
nuestra biblioteca.

Los examenes son evaluaciones comprensivas que incluyen tal vez una seccién de identificacion de citas textuales,
tal vez preguntas breves de informacion o analisis, y siempre un ensayo corto. Si el estudiante falta al examen,
estd obligado a presentar una justificacion por escrito al profesor. Sélo en casos excepcionales, el estudiante no
podra tomar el examen mas tarde. Un caso excepcional seria la muerte de un familiar o una enfermedad severa.

1. Plagiarism is a serious offence, the penalty for which is an F on the assignment and possibly also an F in the
course, academic probation, or requirement to withdraw. Plagiarism exists when:
a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one submitting
or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise substituting the work of
another for one’s own in an examination or test);
b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;
c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or
d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course (although it
may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of the instructor
involved.
While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other
scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”

A bibliography is insufficient to establish
which portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of
citation must be used for this purpose.
