Descripcion

En esta clase nos concentraremos en el estudio critico de varias obras poéticas y de una obra teatral. Pondremos
atencién en el andlisis del lenguaje literario y del lenguaje critico para el estudio de las obras. Consideraremos los
estudios criticos, la historia y los aspectos socio-culturales de la produccién de los textos. También se practicara la
preparacion y escritura de comentarios. Todos los trabajos de la clase deben ser entendidos en el sentido de proyectos
de investigacidn. Por tanto, requieren de investigacidn en la biblioteca, lecturas, exploracién de ideas y uso de fuentes
académicas.

Esperamos una activa participacion en la clase y dedicacidn a la lectura de las obras y de la critica.

Prerrequisitos
Spanish 303 and 323, or consent of the Department.

Obligaciones

Sus trabajos deben representar su propio nivel de conocimiento y habilidades en el uso del idioma espafiol. Esto supone
gue no deben haber grandes discrepancias entre un examen en clase y un trabajo escrito en casa. No recomiendo pedir
ayuda a otros para la preparacién de los trabajos. Las tareas y examen para este curso estan disefiados para el nivel
intermedio avanzado: hay un nivel de dificultad basico que se incrementa a medida que avanza el curso. Esto significa
gue se usara un criterio cada vez mas estricto para poner la nota de cada trabajo y, especialmente, del ensayo final.

Deben leer las obras, responder brevemente a las preguntas que se daran para los distintos textos y preparar sus propias
preguntas antes de las clases. Cada estudiante debe participar en las conversaciones y en los trabajos disefados para el
curso, principalmente en grupos. La asistencia, participacién y demostracidon de conocimiento de las obras tendran
resultados positivos a finales del curso; no cumplir con estos requisitos tendra un efecto negativo (por ejemplo, su nota
no alcanzara el siguiente nivel cuando su porcentaje se encuentre en un punto intermedio).

Objetivos:

1. Leery estudiar ejemplos de la poesia hispanica y un texto teatral

2. Analizar la poesia y el teatro, identificar e interpretar los varios niveles del lenguaje y explicar su significado en
forma oral o escrita; usar conceptos criticos

3. Identificar las caracteristicas del género (poesia y drama), de los movimientos literarios y de los contextos sociales y
culturales de las obras

4. Hacer investigaciones y usar fuentes académicas que combinan diccionarios apropiados, articulos en revistas
académicas y libros de los autores y sobre los autores, ademas de otras fuentes para el desarrollo de la investigacion

5. Practicar la lectura critica, escribir comentarios, hacer traducciones, responder cuestionarios en forma resumida o
esquematica, y a preguntas de exdmenes con respuestas en forma de ensayo

6. Usar formas apropiadas para la redaccidn de trabajos académicos: presentacién de la obra, del tema vy tesis, ideas
subordinadas, desarrollo, conclusién

7. Demostrar un uso apropiado de las obras y de las fuentes secundarias en los trabajos, citas fieles a los originales,
reconocer las fuentes y preparar la bibliografia siguiendo las indicaciones del MLA Handbook
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8. Escribir un ensayo critico de seis paginas
9. Desarrollar habilidades criticas relacionadas con los siguientes conceptos: identificar, describir, analizar, explicar,
comprender/entender, interpretar, comunicar

Como resultado del curso, los estudiantes podran:

Hacer una lectura critica de poemas y obras teatrales

Identificar y usar algunas fuentes criticas (diccionarios, articulos académicos, libros)

Identificar y usar métodos apropiados para el andlisis y la interpretacion

Escribir ensayos criticos breves y responder preguntas por escrito

Escribir un ensayo final de seis paginas

Lograr un conocimiento basico de la poesia y el teatro, de sus temas y de los dilemas culturales y sociales que les
sirven de trasfondo
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DISTRIBUCION DE LAS NOTAS

1. Examen en clase (60 minutos): los poemas de Federico Garcia Lorca y Pablo Neruda 30%
2. Investigacion y reporte critico: La muerte y la doncella 20%
3. Ensayo final: investigacion sobre un tema relacionado con las obras 40%
4. Asistencia y participacion 10%

En esta clase no hay examen final.

Todos los trabajos deben ser entregados en la clase en las fechas convenidas y deben ser el resultado de una
investigacion que combina el uso de materiales de la biblioteca y de la red: articulos en revistas académicas en JSTOR
y diccionarios de prestigio académico. No se aceptan otras referencias generales tomadas de la red.

Los trabajos que no cumplan con los requisitos de investigacion (ver Calendario de lecturas) sélo seran evaluados en
base al uso de vocabulario, desarrollo de las oraciones y gramatica. Por tanto, si el ensayo no es el producto de un
trabajo de investigacion o si la investigacion es muy limitada, sélo podra obtener una nota minima.

a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one submitting or
presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise substituting the work of
another for one’s own in an examination or test);

b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;

c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or

d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course (although it may
be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of the instructor involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other scholars,
intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”

Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement but also
when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A bibliography is insufficient to establish which
portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of citation must be
used for this purpose.

2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted dishonest conduct such as
speaking to other candidates or communicating with them under any circumstances whatsoever; bringing into the
examination room any textbook, notebook, memorandum, other written material or mechanical or electronic device not
authorized by the examiner; writing an examination or part of it, or consulting any person or materials outside the
confines of the examination room without permission to do so, or leaving answer papers exposed to view, or persistent
attempts to read other students' examination papers.

3. Other academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, tampering or attempts to tamper with examination scripts,
