Descripciéon

Son dos las ideas generales que vamos a considerar en este curso: la violencia y la sociedad en el cuento hispanico.
Para cumplir con los objetivos de la clase haremos un estudio critico de una serie de cuentos que tratan estos dos
temas en el contexto de la sociedad espafiola e hispanoamericana del siglo XX. Nuestra discusidn incluira, entre otros,
los siguientes aspectos: revision de vocabulario, estudio de una serie de oraciones y parrafos, traduccion, la estructura
del cuento, las ideas y el uso imaginativo del idioma. También habra una breve introduccion a la historia de la
literatura, a las teorias para el estudio de las narraciones breves y presentaremos algunos estudios criticos relevantes.

Esperamos una activa participacion en la clase y dedicacion a la lectura de las obras y de la critica.

Objetivos:

a. Presentacion introductoria del cuento hispanoamericano y espafiol en relacion a la violencia y a la sociedad

b. Expandir el conocimiento de vocabulario, el uso de diccionarios y el uso apropiado de las citas y de la bibliografia
c. Practicar la lectura critica, preparar resimenes, hacer traducciones y preparar notas en base a un cuestionarios-
guia

d. Desarrollar las siguientes habilidades criticas: identificar, comprender/entender, describir, explicar, interpretar y
comunicar

e. Ejercitar técnicas para la investigacion en el campo de las ideas: identificar las fuentes criticas apropiadas,
preparaciéon del ensayo, etc.

f. Escribir un ensayo de seis paginas

Como resultado del curso, los estudiantes podran:

a. Hacer una lectura critica de textos literarios breves

b. Identificar y usar algunas fuentes criticas

c. Identificar y usar métodos apropiados para el analisis y la interpretacion

d. Escribir resimenes y hacer traducciones de textos literarios

e. Escribir ensayos criticos breves y preparar notas de lectura en base a un cuestionario

f. Escribir un ensayo final de seis paginas

g. Lograr un conocimiento basico de la representacion de la violencia y de la sociedad hispana

ACADEMIC MISCONDUCT

1. Plagiarism is a serious offence, the penalty for which is an F on the assignment and possibly also an F in the
course, academic probation, or requirement to withdraw. Plagiarism exists when:

a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one submitting or
presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise substituting the work of
another for one’s own in an examination or test);

b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;

c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or

d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course (although it
may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of the instructor involved.
While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other scholars,
intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”

Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement but also
when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A bibliography is insufficient to establish which
portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of citation must
be used for this purpose.

2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted dishonest conduct such as
speaking to other candidates or communicating with them under any circumstances whatsoever; bringing into the
examination room any textbook, notebook, memorandum, other written material or mechanical or electronic device
not authorized by the examiner; writing an examination or part of it, or consulting any person or materials outside the
confines of the examination room without permission to do so, or leaving answer papers exposed to view, or
persistent attempts to read other students' examination papers.
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3. Other academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, tampering or attempts to tamper with examination
scripts, class work, grades and/or class records; failure to abide by directions by an instructor regarding the
individuality of work handed in; the acquisition, attempted acquisition, possession, and/or distribution of examination
materials or information not authorized by the instructor; the impersonation of another student in an examination or
other class assignment; the falsification or fabrication of clinical or laboratory reports; the non-authorized tape
recording of lectures.
