DESCRIPTION

In this course we will compare and contrast the main characteristics that define contemporary Spanish and
Canadian cultures. We will analyze key aspects that have come to shape and define both societies, with
special regard to issues surrounding national politics, identity, nationalism/regionalism, immigration patterns,
and language policies.

OBJECTIVES

e To discuss the political and social realities of contemporary Spain.

e To analyze the historical and socio-political factors that have helped shape Spanish identity.
e To introduce students to the main sectors and industries of the Spanish economy.

e To discuss issues such as immigration, unemployment, and regionalism.

OUTCOMES

e By the end of the course students will be able to write a research paper comparing and contrasting
Spanish and Canadian societies regarding their respective linguistic policies, immigration, health care,
education, tourism, etc.

COURSE NOTES

Debate
e Students will be required to participate in a debate based on the topics proposed by the professor.
The debates will deal with several aspects of Spanish society and culture.
e Students will be assessed on their knowledge of the reading material, their understanding of the topic
discussed, and on how they present and support their ideas.

Final Project

e Students will prepare a class presentation on a topic associated with any of the themes listed in the
course outline.

e Students are required to make an appointment with the professor to discuss the topic for their
presentation. Based on the advice they receive from the professor, students will prepare and deliver
a 15 to 20 minute in-class presentation where they will state the main ideas of the topic they have
researched.

e The criteria for evaluation will include the ability to summarize the main points of the material they
have done research on, analyze it, and deliver a clear presentation.

e Students may use videos, power point presentations or music to illustrate their main points.

Write a 3000-word research paper comparing and contrasting any aspect of Spanish and Canadian cultures.
Potential topics, marking criteria, and a sample paper will be posted on D2L. Please follow the MLA 8% edition

The outline should include the following: research question, thesis statement, main topics to be developed,
tentative conclusion, and a bibliography (minimum 5 entries). Submission deadline: May 17th,

There will be a test during the semester via D2L. The test is designed to take 50 minutes, but it will be
available for 180 minutes on June 9th, Students may choose when during the scheduled 24-hour period to
take it.
