DESCRIPCION

En este curso vamos a explorar la sociolingtiistica hispanica, o los efectos de la sociedad en la lengua espafiola.
También exploraremos los métodos para hacer una investigacion sociolinguistica usando el habla oral y la lengua
escrita. Estudiaremos las influencias extralinguisticas individuales, como la edad, género y nivel socioeconémico
en la lengua espafiola. Trataremos, asimismo, las influencias de las leyes y las actitudes hacia el espafol y el
uso del espafiol en Norteamérica.

OBJETIVOS: Al final del curso los estudiantes tendran conocimiento de la sociolingiistica hispanica.
También tendran un mejor conocimiento de las investigaciones sociolinguisticas.

Prerrequisitos: SPAN 405 and 3 half-course equivalents in Spanish at the 400-level or consent of the
Department.

NOTAS PARA EL CURSO

LA ASISTENCIA: Es muy importante asistir a clase. No sélo es el 10% de la nota final, sino también es
imprescindible para el intercambio de ideas y discusiones dinamicas. La falta de asistencia tendra un
efecto negativo en la nota final (ver Academic regulations).

EL PROCEDIMENTO PARA LA CLASE: Cada estudiante es responsable de preparar el material asignado
antes de venir a clase, de participar activamente en clase y de saber de qué trata la tarea. Es
necesario tener acceso al libro y los articulos durante la clase. Si el/la estudiante tiene que faltar, es
buena idea consultar con un/a compariero/a de clase. No se aceptan tareas después de la fecha
limite. No se puede tomar un examen fuera de la fecha asignada sin presentar un certificado médico
u otro documento oficial (ver Academic regulations Attendance). Cada trabajo se debe entregar en
D2L o por email. Sélo se aceptan versiones electronicas de los trabajos. No se aceptara ningun
trabajo usado o entregado para otro curso.

LA TECNOLOGIA: Es importante usar la tecnologia durante la clase sélo si es pertinente a la clase o si es
necesario para completar una actividad.

LA COMUNICACION: La profesora respondera a mensajes electrénicos dentro de 48 horas durante la

LA EVALUACION DEL CURSO: Se evaluaran los trabajos segin el contenido y la comprension de la
escritura. La revisién de una nota se basa en los reglamentos de la Universidad (ver |. Reappraisal of
Grades and Academic Appeals en el Calendario oficial)

LOS COMPONENTES DEL CURSO
EXAMENES: Habra dos examenes sobre el contenido aprendido y discutido en clase. El formato varia
segun el tema y antes de cada examen habra un pequefio repaso y discusion del formato.

TAREAS Y EJERCICIOS: Habra una variedad de tareas y ejercicios para practicar con muestreos de

lengua y para repasar el material cubierto en clase. A veces se entregara en D2L y otras veces en
clase.

PRESENTACION DE UN ARTICULO: Cada estudiante presentara un articulo a la clase relacionado con
algun tema dentro de la sociolingliistica hispanica. La profesora sugerira articulos o ayudara a los
estudiantes en sus busquedas. La idea es que el articulo se relacione con el trabajo final.

TRABAJO FINAL: Cada estudiante hard una mini investigacion sociolinglistica. Primero, cada estudiante
buscara fuentes (articulos o libros) para describir y apoyar su tema. Luego, cada estudiante
entrevistara a un(os) hispanohablantes. Cada estudiante transcribird y analizara el habla de las
personas entrevistadas. Luego, siguiendo el formato y las guias discutidas en clase, escribira un
trabajo final incorporando las fuentes encontradas y los resultados del analisis.




Preparacion Y PARTICIPACION EN CLASE: Las ausencias repetidas sin documentacién adecuada pueden
afectar la nota final. Para calcular la nota de participacion, se usara el siguiente método:
A: Extremadamente bien preparado, contribuye de manera significativa a la calidad de la clase,
participa muy por encima del nivel esperado en todas las actividades, demuestra un
entendimiento sobresaliente de los textos asignados o hace preguntas para entenderlas mejor.

B: Muy bien preparado, contribuye significativamente, demuestra un entendimiento notable de las
lecturas o hace preguntas para entenderlas mejor, participa de manera activa.

C: Preparado, hace buenos comentarios, demuestra un entendimiento adecuado de las lecturas y
hace algunas preguntas para entenderlas mejor, participa de manera suficiente.

D: No bien preparado, contribuye a veces, ha leido superficialmente las lecturas, recurre varias veces
al inglés para comunicarse.

F: Ausente, manda mensajes de texto en clase, mal comportamiento, habla inglés con mucha
frecuencia, no puede hacer comentarios sobre los textos asignados.

1. Plagiarism is a serious offence, the penalty for which is an F on the assignment and possibly also an F in the
course, academic probation, or requirement to withdraw. Plagiarism exists when:

a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one submitting
or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise substituting the work
of another for one’s own in an examination or test);

b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;

c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or

d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course (although
it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of the instructor
involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other
scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”

Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement but
also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A bibliography is insufficient to establish
which portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of
citation must be used for this purpose.

2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted dishonest conduct
such as speaking to other candidates or communicating with them under any circumstances whatsoever; bringing
into the examination room any textbook, notebook, memorandum, other written material or mechanical or
electronic device not authorized by the examiner; writing an examination or part of it, or consulting any person
or materials outside the confines of the examination room without permission to do so, or leaving answer papers
exposed to view, or persistent attempts to read other students' examination papers.

3. Other academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, tampering or attempts to tamper with
examination scripts, class work, grades and/or class records; failure to abide by directions by an instructor
regarding the individuality of work handed in; the acquisition, attempted acquisition, possession, and/or
distribution of examination materials or information not authorized by the instructor; the impersonation of
another student in an examination or other class assignment; the falsification or fabrication of clinical or
laboratory reports; the non-authorized tape recording of lectures.

4. Any student who voluntarily and consciously aids another student in the commission of one of these offences
is also guilty of academic misconduct.
