DESCRIPCION DE LA MATERIA BAJO ESTUDIO:

Vamos a leer, estudiar y analizar filolégicamente, una de las obras mas célebres de la literatura espafiola
medieval, el Libro de Buen Amor (ca. 1326). Al decir “filolégicamente”, quiero decir que vamos a analizar el
texto desde varios enfoques metodoldgicos, como, por ejemplo, el estudio del lenguaje y de la polisemia de
las palabras y expresiones, una aproximacion a entender el entorno religioso de la época asi reflejado en la
obra, un intento por entender los valores semiéticos de la obra, ya como obra literaria, una valoracién de la
morfologia y sintaxis, y una introduccion al LBA segun la critica textual mas actualizada. Para tener uno o una
una aproximacion histdrica a la edad media, os he puesto el libro ya clasico de Gabriel Jackson, Introduccion a
la Espafia medieval. El alumnado matriculado en esta materia a nivel de posgrado tendra que leer por los
menos 3 obras de critica literaria o histdrica acerca del LBA y luego entregarme una reseia de cada una.

OBJETIVOS POR CONSEGUIR:

Se encamina la materia del curso espera que la alumna o el alumno aprenda a analizar una obra literaria
cl’asica holisticamente. Como el LBA es una obra extremadamente divertida, aunque aparece a veces muy
seria, vamos a llegar a captar la comicidad mediante un analisis pormenorizado de todos los posibles
significados del discurso. Como el alumnado va a tener que preparar analisis por escrito y orales de ciertos
segmentos del texto en clase, cada uno o una tendra la oportunidad de redactar, organizar y luego presentar.
De tal forma el alumnado habra recibido oportunidad amplias para hacer una presentacién formal y
profesional delante de un publico docto. El alumnado escribird dos examenes, y tal experiencia le proveera
cierta disciplina académica en la quer sintetizar ideas y argumentos de un modo convincente. Y al preparar un
trabajo de investigacion final de curso, cada uno o una habra tenido la ocasién de funcionar profesionalmente
en una universidad dedicada a la investigacion. El alumnado matriculado a nivel de posgrado redactara un
trabajo de investigacion ambicioso, es decir uno que requiera much atencion critica, analitica, filolégica. Por
ejemplo, uno podria estudiar el significado de una familia de voces, palabras, como ahora las arabes en el
LBA.
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RESULTADOS POR PARTE DEL ALUMNADO:

Al completar todos los requisitos exigidos para esta asignatura, el alumnado agudizado su metodologia
analitica de una obra literaria, habra practicado la presentacion oral y escrita en comentrarios de texto y
habra recibido correccién por parte del profesor, habra afinado la habilidad de redactar un trabajo de
investigacion, y habra aprendido a organizar con certeza y agudeza sus comentarios. Dichas habilidades le
serviran en cualquier campo profesional que elija.

Si tienes dudas sobre como
expresar una idea, etc., siempre yo te ayudaré o hace falta acudir a un diccionario. Si solo buscas una palabra
0 expresidn, entonces tiene sentido acudir al internet a veces. Como esta asignatura es un seminario, se exige
participacion activa de todos, todos los dias de encuentro. El profesor, yo, espera ser impresionado por las
ideas y comentarios brillantes del alumnado. Os ayudaré a llegar alli. El profesor se reserva el derecho de
bajar la nota final en al alumno que haya faltado a clase mas de 3 veces. Se cijonfigurara en el cémputo de la
nota final bajo la categoria de PARTICIPACION ACTIVA. Por cada falta en exceso de 3, se reducira la nota para
Participacién Activa en un 10%.

ACADEMIC MISCONDUCT

1. Plagiarism is a serious offence, the penalty for which is an F on the assignment and possibly
also an F in the course, academic probation, or requirement to withdraw. Plagiarism exists when:
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a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the
one submitting or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or
otherwise substituting the work of another for one’s own in an examination or test);

b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;

c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or

d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another
course (although it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior
agreement of the instructor involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions
of other scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”
Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific
acknowledgement but also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A
bibliography is insufficient to establish which portions of the student’s work are taken from external
sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of citation must be used for this purpose.

2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted
dishonest conduct such as speaking to other candidates or communicating with them under any
circumstances whatsoever; bringing into the examination room any textbook, notebook,
memorandum, other written material or mechanical or electronic device not authorized by the
examiner; writing an examination or part of it, or consulting any person or materials outside the
confines of the examination room without permission to do so, or leaving answer papers exposed to
view, or persistent attempts to read other students' examination papers.

3. Other academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, tampering or attempts to tamper
with examination scripts, class work, grades and/or class records; failure to abide by directions by
an instructor regarding the individuality of work handed in; the acquisition, attempted acquisition,
possession, and/or distribution of examination materials or information not authorized by the
instructor; the impersonation of another student in an examination or other class assignment; the
falsification or fabrication of clinical or laboratory reports; the non-authorized tape recording of
lectures.

4. Any student who voluntarily and consciously aids another student in the commission of one of
these offences is also guilty of academic misconduct.
