Descripción 
Este seminario está dedicado al estudio de una selección de obras poéticas españolas e hispanoamericanas del siglo XX. Se tendrá 
en cuenta el lenguaje, las estrategias retóricas, las estructuras poéticas y las ideas presentadas en los textos. Asimismo, 
consideraremos el contexto histórico-cultural de la producción de las obras, la crítica literaria y las teorías que ayuden a elucidar 
algunos de sus aspectos o que apoyen la interpretación general. En suma, esperamos profundizar en las técnicas e ideas que 
preocupaban a los autores y autoras en ese período de crisis y transformaciones que fue el siglo XX.  
 
 Esperamos una activa participación en la clase y dedicación a la lectura de las obras, de la crítica y de la teoría literaria. 
 Esta clase, aunque se ofrece en conjunto con Español 599.18, tiene expectativas diferentes y adecuadas al nivel de post-grado. 
 
Objetivos: Expansión de conocimiento y práctica de la lectura crítica. Profundizar en el estudio de las técnicas retóricas y de las 
teorías para el análisis de textos poéticos. Escribir ensayos críticos de nivel avanzado.

1.  Plagiarism is a serious offence, the penalty for which is an F on the assignment and possibly also an F in the course, academic 
probation, or requirement to withdraw.  Plagiarism exists when:  
a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one submitting or presenting the 
work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise substituting the work of another for one’s own in an 
examination or test);  
b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;  
c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or  
d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course (although it may be completely 
original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of the instructor involved.  
While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other scholars, intellectual 
honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”  
Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement but also when original 
ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged.  A bibliography is insufficient to establish which portions of the student’s work 
are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of citation must be used for this purpose. 
2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted dishonest conduct such as speaking to 
other candidates or communicating with them under any circumstances whatsoever; bringing into the examination room any 
textbook, notebook, memorandum, other written material or mechanical or electronic device not authorized by the examiner; writing 
an examination or part of it, or consulting any person or materials outside the confines of the examination room without permission to 
do so, or leaving answer papers exposed to view, or persistent attempts to read other students' examination papers.  
3. Other academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, tampering or attempts to tamper with examination scripts, class work,
